The results of surveys are currently being analysed with the gas servicing team. Boilers that are identified as needing to be replaced under the Decent Homes criteria will be replaced. 
In addition, the company attended a meeting of Seven Starts Tenants and Residents Association with local ward councillors to discuss issues with concerned tenants.  
Work commenced on site on the 17th May 2010.
