Purpose of the Report

1.
The purpose of this report is to report the approval, by Government Office North East (GONE) (on behalf of the secretary of State), of the UDP policies to be saved beyond July 2010 with a minor amendment to direct the Council to save one additional policy. 

Background

2. Under the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, unless expressly replaced by a ‘new’ policy, ‘old’ policies (in the Unitary Development Plan) are saved for three years from when they were adopted (July 2007). The Secretary of State may make a direction to save specified policies beyond the three year period, and the Council has to make a request for specific policies to be saved. Those saved policies will be extant until they are replaced by emerging Development Plan Polices in the Local Development Framework, for example, those in the Core Strategy or the Site Allocations Development Plan.

3. The list of policies that were approved at Council on the 22 April 2010 were submitted to GONE on the 23 April.  The list was approved by GONE with one amendment to save an additional policy.
Proposal
4. The Secretary of State directed that MWR 23 on Waste Recycling Facilities is saved in addition to the original submission, to comply with Planning Policy statement 10 ‘Planning for Sustainable waste Management’ and Article 7 of the Waste Framework Directive (2006/12/EC).
