Purpose of the Report

Contract for the Provision of an Electronic Card Payment Service


Policy Context 

1.   The Contract for the Provision of an Electronic Card Payment Service has been organised in accordance with the Council’s Central Purchasing Policy.

Background

2. The contract is being arranged on behalf of Finance and ICT, Community Based Services and the Gateshead Housing Company.  The contract is for a 24 month period commencing 1 October 2010 with an option to extend for a further 2 x 12 month periods.  The annual estimated value of the contract is £130,300.  The contract provides residents and businesses in Gateshead with the facility to make payments to the Council and The Gateshead Housing Company in cash, by cheque and using debit or credit cards, accessing a network of payment facilities including the Post Office and PayPoint networks.  Transactions processed using this service is cleared into the Council’s and the Gateshead Housing Company’s main bank accounts with consolidated electronic files supplied for the reconciliation of transactions.

Contract for the Provision of a Central Management System for the Street Light Carbon Reduction Project


Policy Context 

1.   The Contract for the Provision of a Central Management System for the Street Light Carbon Reduction Project has been organised in accordance with the Council’s Central Purchasing Policy.


Background

2. The contract is being arranged on behalf of Development and Enterprise as part of the Street Lighting Carbon Reduction project, which is a work strand within the Carbon Management Plan. The contract is for a perpetual licence, which has an unlimited period, commencing 9th August 2010.  The annual estimated value of the contract is £81,000.  The contract will allow street lighting to be controlled remotely so that lighting levels can be adjusted to adapt to the changing requirements brought about by varying traffic flows and local requirements.

The absence of Cabinet meetings during the summer recess could have a 
detrimental effect on the delivery of the capital programme.

5. Due to the value of this contract, it is a legal requirement that competitive tenders are invited in accordance with the EU Public Procurement Directives; therefore there are no alternative options.

6. Financial Implications - The Strategic Director, Finance and ICT, confirms that funding for this contract will be met from the Capital Programme.

10. Crime and Disorder Implications – Phase Three of the project will allow for lighting levels to be adjusted in areas with higher levels of crime in accordance with national guidance or on request from Northumbria Police and other stakeholder organisations.

Sustainability Implications – The new system will provide a substantial 
contribution to the reduction in CO2 emissions and associated energy costs 
attributable to street lighting within the Borough.  Phase One of the Project will 
deliver a 52% reduction in carbon emissions associated with the 8,500 street lights 
treated.  This equates to a reduction of 1,100 tonnes of CO2.
12. Human Rights Implications - Nil 
13. Area and Ward Implications - All areas within the borough are intersected by major routes.  These will all be affected by the project with the aim of dimming light level on these routes to British Standards dependent on traffic volumes.  Phase Three of the project will have implications for all wards; however no change in illumination levels will be made in residential areas without prior public consultation and agreement on policy and protocols.
