“This Council notes with deep concern the recent announcement in Parliament by the Secretary of State for Education, which cancels the previous Government’s programme of Building schools for the Future, and throws into doubt the allocation to Gateshead of £80 million for the rebuilding and remodelling of secondary schools in the Borough.
The Council further notes the impact that this announcement will have on Gateshead’s students, their parents, staff, governors and the wider communities that would have benefited from these new schools.
