APPOINTMENT OF SECOND INDEPENDENT MEMBER OF THE 
STANDARDS COMMITTEE

The Authority has previously agreed that the position for the additional Independent Member of the Standards Committee be advertised throughout the area (Minute 110 – 2002/02).  The Clerk was authorised to consider the applications, interview shortlisted candidates and recommend an appointment to the Authority.


The position was advertised and a shortlist of five people for interview was agreed.  Interviews were held on 29 April and 9 May 2002.  Four candidates were interviewed, as one of those invited could not attend.

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33. SALE OF SURPLUS PROPERTY – 12 LISLE GROVE, WALLSEND; 13       RIDLEY AVENUE, BLYTH; AND 3 LAKE APPROACH, BLAYDON (Paragraph 9)
These properties are vacant and surplus to the requirements of the Chief Constable.  In accordance with Minute 141 (iii) – 1995/96, the Clerk (Estates) is authorised to pursue a policy of disposal of surplus police houses.  These properties have been advertised for sale on the open market.

Six offers were received for Lisle Grove, 15 offers for 13 Ridley Avenue and three offers for 3 Lake Approach.

RESOLVED -
(i)
That the highest offers of £62,600 for 12 Lisle Grove, Wallsend; £85,050 for 13 Ridley Avenue, Blyth; and £125,000 for 3 Lake Approach, Blaydon, be accepted.

(ii) That, in the event of any of the offers being withdrawn, the Clerk (Estates) be authorised to offer the properties in turn to the next highest offerer until satisfactory completion is achieved.

34.       SURRENDER OF LEASE – MARINE ACTIVITY CENTRE, NORTH DOCK, SUNDERLAND (Paragraph 9)

The Authority approved the terms for lease of the new purpose built accommodation in the Marine Activities Centre (MAC) at North Dock in March 1993 (Minute 164 – 1992/93).  The lease accommodation at the MAC is surplus to the requirements of the Chief Constable.  New terms for surrender have been provisionally agreed with the landlord.  The expenditure for the surrender can be met from capital resources on the basis that benefits will accrue the Authority over an extended period.

That the terms for the surrender of the lease at the Marine Activities Centre, North Dock, Sunderland, on the terms set out in the report, be accepted.
