PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of the report is to inform members of an unsuccessful bid to the Home Office for capital funding for air support projects in 2002/2003.

BACKGROUND

At the Police Authority meeting held on 26 September 2001, members endorsed a bid by the North East Air Support Unit (NEASU) for Home Office funding of £44,000 in 2002/2003, and agreed to receive a further report once the result of the bid was known (minute 122 - 2002/03).


The bid was for funding towards the purchase of microwave uplink / downlink equipment for the NEASU helicopter and fixed wing aircraft, and a jettison door modification for the helicopter.

OUTCOME OF THE BID

The Home Office has now advised that the bid was unsuccessful. 


The NEASU Consortium Monitoring Group does not intend to pursue the acquisition of the microwave uplink / downlink equipment, but it will give further consideration to the jettison door modification.
