Purpose of Report

1. To seek approval for security and environmental works identified by tenants within the West and Central Area.

Background

2. The Area Board Terms of Reference were agreed by the Board of Directors on 11 December 2003. Within those Terms of Reference is a requirement for the Area Boards to agree security and environmental programmes identified by tenants.

3. The Area Board at its meeting on 6 May 2004 agreed that the Principal Housing Services Manager would report security and environmental schemes for approval.

4. The budget for security and environmental schemes for the West and Central Area Board is £295,000. At it’s meeting on 1 July 2004 the Area Board approved one scheme at a cost of £6,800 leaving £288,200 for further schemes.

5. At that meeting the Area Board also agreed to defer a scheme at Barns Close for further investigation and requested that a list of schemes currently being prepared for approval be reported to the next meeting for information.

Proposed Schemes

6. The following proposed schemes have been submitted by Housing Managers for approval by the Area Board:

7. This report seeks to allocate a further £13,211 of the unallocated budget.  

Consultation


Barns Close flats
8. Residents have complained that there is no lighting in the bin chute rooms and have concerns for their personal safety when they use these areas to dispose of their refuse.

9. The provision of lighting to each of the 56 chute rooms will help to provide a safe, well-lit environment in which residents can dispose of their refuse.

10. A survey of 33 of the 196 residents of Barns Close found that 100% were in favour of provision of lighting. 

11. In addition, Ward Members have expressed their support for this proposal.


Coatsworth Court Alleyways.

12.
Residents have complained that gunnel alleyways in Coatsworth Court are very poorly lit which causes them to feel less secure during the hours of darkness.

13.
The upgrading of 27 lights will improve the lighting to all alleyways allowing the residents to feel more secure. Photographs of the gunnel alleyways are shown in Appendix 1.

14.
Survey letters were sent out to all 60 residents. Of the 14 who replied, 13 were in favour of the proposed alleyway lighting.

15.
In addition, Ward Members have expressed their support for this proposal.

Financial Implications

16.
The Director of Finance and ICT confirms that budgetary provision for these works exists within the investment programme budget.

Pending Schemes

17.
Appendix 2 sets out schemes, which are being prepared by Housing Managers to present to future Area Board meetings for approval. They are currently at various stages of readiness and will be presented when consultations have been completed.

Recommendation

The Board is recommended to:

(i) Approve the proposed schemes as set out above.
