Purpose of Report

1. To seek approval of the proposed security and environmental schemes for Neighbourhoods East and South.

Background

2. The Board of Directors agreed the Area Board’s Term of Reference on 11 December 2003, which included a requirement for them to agree security and environmental programmes identified by tenants.

3. The Area Board at its meeting on the 6th May 2004 agreed that the Principal Housing Service Manager would report security and environmental schemes for approval by the Area Board.

4. The Security and Environmental Budget for the Borough this year is £570,000 and is apportioned according to the properties in each area and whether it was part of the pathfinder area.  The Budget for the east and South Area Board is £336,234.

5. At its meeting on the 13 July 2004 the Area Board approved seven schemes at a total cost of £30,552.  The balance of the budget now being £305,682

Proposals

6. The following schemes have been submitted by Housing Managers for approval by the Area Board:-

7. This report seeks to allocate a total of £15,048  of the unallocated budget.

Consultation

Woodburn

8. Resident complained that vehicles are cutting across the grassed verge area and causing damage.  A photograph of the site is shown in Appendix 1.

9. A letter was sent to 18 residents asking if they had any objections.  Only two were against the bollards, one preferring a fence and the other with concerns regarding ambulance access.

10. Ward councillors have expressed their support for this proposal.

Lansbury Gardens

11. A petition was received from Pelaw & Heworth Labour party requesting that the grassed area facing number 60 Lansbury Gardens be replaced with tarmac due to the narrowness of the street and the very limited parking in the area.  A photograph of the site is shown in Appendix 2.

12. The petition was signed by 56 residents from Lansbury Gardens, MacMillan Gardens & Broadwater.

13. Further verge hardening in front of 21 and 33 Lansbury Gardens where vehicles mount the grassed verge would also be beneficial.

14. The scheme would benefit five owner-occupiers and they have been written to and asked to make a contribution towards part of costs.

15. Ward Councillors have been informed of the petition and that a scheme is being submitted to the Area Board.

Lyndholme

16. Lyndholme is a sheltered unit that stands detached in its own grassed and landscaped grounds.  There is only one seat for use by residents and this is in poor condition.  A photograph of the site is shown in Appendix 3.

17. A weekly surgery is held at Lyndholme.  The warden and residents at this surgery made the request for the seats.

18. The local ward councillors have been consulted.

Malton Green

19. There is a paved area adjacent to the bungalows at Malton Green, which has two bench seats.  The elderly residents do not use the seats but older youths congregate on an evening and the residents find this intimidating.  The residents would like the seats removed and the area made good.  A photograph of the site is shown in Appendix 4.

20. 36 letters were sent to residents in the immediate vicinity.  Only two residents (one anonymous) objected to the removal of the seats.

21. The Chowdene Ward councillors have also been consulted and had no objections.

Seaburn Gardens

22. The road in front of this block is narrow which restricts parking and vehicles have difficulty passing.  Residents have asked for the grassed verge to be tarmac to allow them to park.  This will also stop the verge being churned up in poor weather.  A photograph of the site is shown in Appendix 5.

23. All the residents of the block were consulted and there were no objections.

24. Ward councillors have expressed support for the scheme.

Financial Implications

25. The Director of Finance and ICT confirms that budgetary provision for these works exists within the investment programme budget.

Recommendations

26. The Area Board is recommended to approve the schemes as set out above.
