Purpose of Report

1. To seek approval for the appointment of a contractor to carry out Demolition to 153 number properties at Beacon Lough East.

Background

2. At a meeting on 28 October 2003 the Council’s Cabinet agreed to the re-housing and demolition of 153 properties, including 11 private dwellings, and 43 garages at Fennel, Medlar, 39-57 Balmlaw and 25-51 Linden.

3. The company has rehoused 98 tenants and is now in a position to commence the demolition of complete blocks.

4. The demolition is anticipated to extend into next financial year because of the time required to provide acceptable accommodation to the remaining 55 tenants.
