Purpose of Report

1. To seek approval for security and environmental works identified by tenants within the West and Central Area.

Background

2. The Area Board Terms of Reference were agreed by the Board of Directors on 11 December 2003. Within those Terms of Reference is a requirement for the Area Boards to agree security and environmental programmes identified by tenants.

3. The Area Board at its meeting on 6 May 2004 agreed that the Principal Housing Services Manager would report security and environmental schemes for approval.

4. The budget for security and environmental schemes for the West and Central Area Board is £295,000. At previous meetings the Area Board approved schemes at a total cost of £141,253. Of that, Pathfinder is funding £39,055 for a scheme at Armstrong Street bungalows, which reduces our approved costs to £102,198, leaving £192,802 for further schemes.

Proposed Schemes

5. The following proposed schemes have been submitted by Area Housing Managers for approval by the Area Board:

6. This report seeks to allocate a further £45,940 of the unallocated budget. 

Consultation


Lower Teams

7. This scheme is proposed by the Pathfinder team who have carried out their own door-to-door consultation with tenants. A large majority are in favour.

8. A photograph is attached at Appendix 1showing the condition of the existing doors and fencing.

9. This scheme will provide composite doors to 80 properties whilst the ongoing Pathfinder works will provide new fencing and door canopies which are in keeping with those already provided on the Haslam Homes site.  

10. Ward councillors have expressed their support for this scheme.

11. The proposal is in line with agreed criteria in that it will have a positive impact on tenants’ lives and complements the work carried out by Pathfinder. 

Worcester Green

12. A survey of 13 tenants has been carried out and the 10 respondents were all in favour of the proposal.

13. A photograph is attached at Appendix 2 showing the existing porches and the effect of shadow within them.

14. This scheme will improve security and help to reduce the fear of crime amongst the elderly residents.

15. Ward councillors have expressed their support for this scheme.

16. The proposal is in line with agreed criteria in that it will have a positive impact on tenants’ lives.

Boltons Bungalows

17. The resident warden surveyed all tenants on her daily rounds on 21 October 2004 and all were in favour of the proposal.

18. A photograph is attached at Appendix 3 showing the layout of the existing porches.

19. This scheme will improve security and help to reduce the fear of crime amongst the elderly residents.

20. Ward councillors have expressed their support for this scheme.

21. The proposal is in line with agreed criteria in that it will have a positive impact on tenants’ lives.

Financial Implications

22. A list of previously approved schemes is attached at Appendix 4 for information.

The Director of Finance and ICT confirms that budgetary provision for these works exists within the security and environmental budget.
