Purpose of Report

1. To seek approval for security and environmental works identified by tenants within the West and Central Area.

Background

2. The Area Board Terms of Reference were agreed by the Board of Directors on 11 December 2003. Within those Terms of Reference is a requirement for the Area Boards to agree security and environmental programmes identified by tenants.

3. The Area Board at its meeting on 6 May 2004 agreed that the Principal Housing Services Manager would report security and environmental schemes for approval.

4. The budget for security and environmental schemes for the West and Central Area Board is £295,000. At previous meetings the Area Board approved schemes at a total cost of £197,038. Of that, Pathfinder is funding £39,055 for a scheme at Armstrong Street bungalows, which reduces our approved costs to £157,983, leaving £137,017 for further schemes.

Proposed Schemes

5. The following proposed schemes have been submitted for approval by the Area Board:

Consultation

Grampian Gardens 

7.
The housing manager has held a number of consultation meetings both on site, with technical advisors, and with residents in their own homes. A meeting was held on 9 September 2004 with residents and all were in favour.

9. Ward members have also expressed their support for this proposal.

10. The proposal is in line with agreed criteria in that it will have a positive impact on tenants’ lives.

Mendip Gardens

11. 
The Housing Manager met on site with a resident to discuss proposals and subsequently a survey of all residents was carried out.

12. There were 16 respondents who were all in favour of the proposals.

13. Photographs attached at Appendix 2 show the honeycombed drying areas.

14. Ward members have also expressed their support for this proposal.

15. The proposal is in line with agreed criteria in that it will have a positive impact on tenants’ lives.

Financial Implications

16. The Director of Finance and ICT confirms that budgetary provision for these works exists within the security and environmental budget.
17. A list of previously approved schemes is attached at Appendix 3 for information. 

Pending Schemes

18. Potential schemes for Area Board members to prioritise and present to future Area Board meetings in both the short and medium term are currently being costed.
