Purpose of Report

1. To seek approval of proposed security and environmental schemes for Neighbourhood East and South.

Background

2. The Board of Directors agreed the Area Board’s Term of Reference on 11 December 2003, which included a requirement for them to agree security and environmental programmes identified by tenants.

3. The Area Board at its meeting on the 6th May 2004 agreed that the Principal Housing Service Manager would report security and environmental schemes for approval by the Area Board.

4. The Security and Environmental Budget for 2004/05 is £336,234 for the East and South Area Board. The Area Board has already approved a number of schemes to date costing a total of £205,494, leaving a balance of £130,740 to be spent.

Proposals

5. The following schemes have been submitted by housing managers for approval by the Area Board: -

6. Under the delegated powers agreed at the Area Board meeting on 14 September 2004 and ratified by the parent Board on 14 October 2004, the following schemes have been agreed in consultation with the Chair of this Area Board: -

· 147-149 Redemarsh. To provide two 1.8metre gates and small fence to front of bungalows to improve safety and security. The cost of the scheme is £436.

· Lytchfeld. To install a flowerbed on the grassed area to the front of numbers 3-17 to prevent the playing of ball games. The cost of the scheme is £500.

7. This report seeks to allocate a total of  £5,936 from the budget, including the cost of the delegated schemes.

Consultation

West Crescent

8. A number of residents from the two blocks requested a door entry system to improve the security to the blocks.

9. Letters were sent to eight residents and no objections were received.

10. A photograph is shown at Appendix 1.

11. Ward councillors have been consulted and support this proposal.

Malton Green, Harlow Green Estate

12. Residents are asking for the removal of the seats and this proposal has previously been to Area Board 10 august 2004. Officers were asked to consider options other than just the removal of the seats. The proposed scheme will now provide additional paving and fencing.

The consultation on this scheme has involved the placing of notices in the press and scheme proposals have been displayed locally. In addition, neighbouring residents have been consulted on the proposal.

During the consultation there were no objections to the scheme received and the tenant at 34 Malton Green supports the proposal.

15. Ward councillors have been consulted and support this proposal.

Financial Implications

19. The Director of Finance and ICT confirms that budgetary provision for these works exists within the investment programme budget.
